Amber’s natural beauty has been appreciated and valued for thousands of
years as a healing agent, aromatic ingredient in perfumes and i-preci

gemstone in jewelry. Deposits can be found throughout many parts of the
world, but nowhere as abundant as in the Dominican Republic.

This mysterious light yellow gemstone is mined from 40-million-year-old
deposits found in the island’s mountains that formed from resin exuded from
tree bark. The resin, whose function was to layer the bark and cover any
breaks caused by insects, trapped many of these insects as well as seeds and
leaves, giving us a glimpse into a prehistoric moment frozen in time. Because
of the journey these gemstones have taken, along with the inclusions so many
of them carry, Amber has become a highly sought out stone with museums
dedicated to housing its history and showcasing it’s rare beauty.

And because of this wonder, it's no mystery where Amber Cove’s name originates.

A great and dedicated group of people from Carnival Corporation and
Grupo B&R (JV partners), and a reputable core of renowned design and
construction contractors, engineers, architects and surveyors, have all
pulled together to make this marvelous vision and project a reality.

Leading the dream of creating this exciting new port destination in
the Dominican Republic was Giora Israel, Senior Vice President of
Port Development for Carnival Corporation, and David Candib, Vice
President of Development & Operations for Carnival Corporation. The
company’s interest in developing a cruise port in the Puerto Plata region
can be traced back to the late 1990's, when the idea to create a new
destination that would entice both new and repeat cruise guests was
sparked. It gained momentum during the October 2010 FCCA Annual
Cruise Conference held in Santo Domingo that year, when Giora and
David were introduced to Jeffrey Rannik of Grupo B&R, who with his
support and guidance, became an integral part of the team from day
one. Upon much evaluation and several site visits, the team understood
the potential of what is now Amber Cove. With the support and shared
vision of the Dominican government, they developed a world-class
cruise port which now introduces guests to the beautiful Amber Coast.

As overall project manager, David Candib led this project, including the
initial discussions and negotiations with the Dominican government.
Armando Corpas, Director of Project Management at Carnival
Corporation, was also an integral part of the team from the very early
stages and held responsibility for all the construction and design phases
through project completion. He was responsible for managing the
numerous third party designers, engineers, consultants and both landside
and maritime contractors. Carlos Rodriguez-Velazquez, Architectural
Project Manager for Carnival Corporation, supported Armando in the
design and construction phases of the project, spending countless
weeks on-site for over 18 months.

The first to discover Puerto Plata was the famed explorer, Christopher
Columbus, as he charted the island of Hispaniola for the Spanish
Royal Crown in 1492. The town was founded a few years later, and
legend has it that Columbus named it Puerto Plata after its glistening
silver coastline at sunset.

Puerto Plata became the first settlement in the Americas and the site
of the first fort in the New World, Fortaleza San Felipe, built in 1540 to
protect against potential pirate attacks. In time, Puerto Plata became
a main commercial trade center through the 1600’s until continuous
piracy brought on a very difficult situation. The Spanish Royal Crown
decided to shift its focus onto the ports of Puerto Rico and Cuba, and
ordered that the once thriving trade center be destroyed to deter
further attacks.

In the eighteenth century, farmers from the Canary Islands migrated
to Puerto Plata and rebuilt the town, turning it into a mercantile
center prospering greatly from its own tobacco. The resurgence was
abounding all the way through 1863, when a massive fire put a halt
to commerce. The Puerto Plata we now know began to emerge in
1865 giving form to the signature Victorian architecture admired by
so many today.

Continued growth has transformed Puerto Plata into the largest
town along the North Coast of the island, and its 60 miles of warm
Atlantic beaches have given rise to a burgeoning tourism industry.
An exceptional beauty with a pristine coastline and warm culture,
Puerto Plata is an ideal vacation destination to visit and enjoy a few
firsts along the way.
